Princeville Property Owners! 

As modern technology of building 
products, materials, designs and 

equipment continue to improve; from 
time-to-time the Community Design Committee will 
make changes or additions to the CDC Rules. 

While updates to the Rules are mailed, posted and 
added to our website, it is still very important 
property Owners check with the PHCA/CDC office 
BEFORE committing to materials, labor and/or the 
implementation of any change to a Princeville 
property.  The simplest way to keep your property in 
compliance with the PHCA Covenants and CDC 
Rules is to assume that everything, including repair 
and replace, must go through the CDC first. 

As stated above, while the Committee may make 
changes to the Rules, property setbacks are a 
constant you can be sure will NOT change.  In 
Princeville Phase I the building setbacks are: 

·  Twenty (20) Feet setback from the front 
property boundary (Setbacks are never 
measured from the roadway.  The property 
pins are the only points of measure) 

·  Ten (10) feet setback on both sides of the 
property. 

·  Thirty (30) feet setback from the rear 
property boundary. 

Every property in Princeville has property boundary 
pins – but sometimes they are hard to find.  If you 
cannot find your property pins, you must hire a 
licensed surveyor to locate the pins and stake them 
for you. 

Remember, we are here to help you!  If you are 
unsure about setbacks, what needs CDC approval, 
or any thing else concerning your property, you can 
view the CDC Rules on our website:  
www.pcaonline.org or call us at 808-826-6687, or 
email to:  cdc@pcaonline.org.

Prince Albert Park is there for you to use and 
enjoy.  It is a lovely place to have morning coffee 
or a light lunch; it is a nice place for children to 
play; it is a qu iet place just to sit and rest.       

No Need to See Writing on the Wall !  What the 
park should never be is a place for vandals to place 
graffiti on the walls of the pavilion, the rest rooms, 
the signs and the community center.   This 
happened quite recently between the hours of 3:30 
pm and 5:30 pm on a weekday while other people 
were using the park. Users of the park can always 
report this type of behavior to Patrol.  Your name is 
never used. 

No Poo in the Park!  The park should never be a 
litter box for your pets.  People walk their dogs in and 
around the pavilion and playground areas where the 
dogs some times urinate or leave their droppings.  
These areas are also where small children play and 
picnickers consume food.  Except for specific 
circumstances, such as dog training classes by the 
Humane Society, the Park Rules disallow dogs in the 
park.  Dogs must be leashed in this County, and dog 
owners are kindly asked to keep them away from the 
play areas and not in the grass and sand in the park.     

Just an Idea to Help the Trees!  Right now there 
are several trees in our park that are mere babies.  
Children who mean no harm seem attracted to the 
trees and at play they pull on the branches and try to 
climb them, etc.   Unfortunately the trees are too 
young to withstand such play and they have suffered 
broken branches, bark damages and some leaves 
are stripped.   Given enough of this type of abuse, 
the trees will die.  The young trees at Prince Albert 
Park may never be tomorrows shade—unless, 
parents or guardians who bring the children to the 
park can help by more closely supervising them.  It’s 
just an idea to help the young trees survive and 
grow!

Q:   Can I pay my water bill at the PHCA off ice?  

A:  No, Princeville Utilities is not part of the PHCA. Their 
office is located in the Prince Golf Course clubhouse and 
payments can be dropped off there or in their drop box at 
the Princeville Shopping Center next to the Century 21 
office.  If you have any questions about your water bill 
contact Debra at:   826-3180.  
  
Q:  How can I find ou t what events are taking p lace 
in the Community Center’s Multi Purpose Room and 
Conference Room? 

A:  The current calendar of events for both the Multi 
Purpose and the Conference rooms is available on the 
PHCA website www.pcaonline.org.  The same calendar 
is posted on the bulletin board at the Community Center 
in Prince Albert Park.  
 
Q:  Does the PHCA issue ‘Homeowner’s Cards’?  

A:  No, the PHCA only issues Golf ID cards to property 
Owners in Princeville on behalf of the golf courses. The 
cards are $15/each and are good for two years.  They 
are issued on Wednesdays, Thursdays, and Fridays 
between 9am and 3pm. To be eligible for a Golf ID card 
your name must be listed on the deed of a property in 
Princeville.  Per the golf courses, the Golf ID is not 
available to timeshare owners.  
  

 
 

 
 
 
Q:  Will the Humane Society be ho lding any more 
dogg ie training classes a t Prince Albert Park? 

A:  Yes, the Humane Society says they plan to hold 
doggie training classes in the Park beginning in February 
2008. Future plans include doing doggie training classes 
four times a year on the North Shore.   Please watch for 
bulletin board postings and flyers about these classes at 
the Community Center. 
 
Q:  What are the hou rs when construction and 
landscape work can be performed? 

A:  Work may take place only between the hours of 
7:00am and 6:00pm, Monday through Friday; and 
9:00am to 5:00pm on Saturday.  No construction or yard 
maintenance or landscape work is allowed on Sunday or 
holidays by any contracted services. The Non-Work 
Holidays are:   New Year’s Day, Memorial Day, King 
Kamehameha Day,  Independence Day, Labor Day, 
Thanksgiving Day and Christmas.
